Heat wave kills 373 in Andhra Pradesh
Hyderabad, AP

A week-long heat wave in southern India with temperatures of up to 49 C has Kill
373 people in Andhra Pradesh state, the government said yesterday.

The state ‘s Chief Minister Chandrababu Naidu said most of the 373
dead were from Andhra Pradesh’'s poorest and most physically weak. Local
newspapers have indicated the death toll may be higher than 500.

Light rain gave some relief yesterday , but also boosted the humidity
during this unusually hot May, the peak of summer in southern India. Dry winds and a
scorching sun baked the state for much of the week. Temperatures haver been 7%
higher than normal for the month.

New Delhi and other part of northern India also were wilting under a hoe spell,
but summer has hit southerners the hardest.

The heat wave in Andhra Pradesh has come as a shock because the state “is far
ahead of other states in increasing of water,” Mr. Naidu said.
The director of the state’s weather office said the heat wave was due to wind

patterns, not global warming.
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“It is the hot, dry wind blowing in from the north that has crated the situation,”
weather office director Cvv Bhadram said. “We had a heat wave in 1996 and 1998. But
this year it is unusually long and persistent.”

Hiralal Samaria, the top government administrator of the state’s Guntur district,
which recorded 84 deaths in the past week, said most of the deaths were among the
elderly. However, some rickshaw pullers and farm laborers, who continued working

Close friend of Prime Minister Thaksin Shinawatra has been promoted to the rank
of air chief marshal and will be made a senior executive of Thai Airways International, a
source said yesterday.

The promotion of Air Marshal Narongsak Sangkhapong, currently deputy air
force chief-of-staff, was “off-season”, the source said.

The name of AM Narongsak and three other officers were on a special reshuffle
list submitted to the prime minister by the air force chief, ACM Pong Maneesilp,
according to the source.

Their appointments have yet to receive royal endorsement.

The source said AM Narongsak was the elder brother of Pol Mag-Gen Surasit
Sanghapong, a former classmate of the prime minister at the Armed Forces Academies
Preparatory School.

AM Narongsak himself had also developed close personal ties with Mr Thaksin,

the source added. After his promotion, AM Narongsak would work briefly as adviser to
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the National Defence Studies Institute before resigning next month to join the national
flag carrier as its executive vice-president, the source said. AM Narongsak yesterday
admitted he had been nominated a THAI vice-president.

“The boss wants me to be there. | have no objection,” he said.

AM Narongsak was in class 13 of the Air force Academy. An f-5 jet pilot, he due
to retire in 2009.

The source said that after completing his four-year term at the national airline,
AM Narongsak could return to the air force.

According to the special reshuffle list, the source said, AM Narongsak would be
replaced by Air Vice Marshal Yuthana Waidecha, while AVM Sobsan Chinapong would
become assistant air force chief-of-staff, and Group Captian Dilok Songkalayanuwat

would head the air force’s directorate of personnel. (Bangkok Post 12 May, 2002)
