จุดมุ่งหมายของการอ่านเชิงวเิคราะห์ 

(Aim of Analytical Reading) 
 

 
 การท่ีจะรู้ไดว้า่ผูเ้ขียนตอ้งการจะบอกอะไรแก่ผูอ่้าน บางทีเป็นส่ิงท่ีเขา้ใจหรือจบัใจความ
ไดย้ากเพราะผูเ้ขียนไม่ไดบ้อกอยา่งชดัเจนทั้งหมด แต่ผูเ้ขียนอาจจะบอกเป็นนยัเท่านั้น จ  าเป็นท่ี
ผูอ่้านจะตอ้งตีความเอาเองตามความสามารถของตน ซ่ึงตอ้งอาศยัทกัษะการอ่านหรือตอ้งมี
ประสบการณ์ดา้นการอ่านมาพอสมควร ยิง่เป็นขอ้ความภาษาองักฤษยิง่ตอ้งอาศยัความสามารถสอง
ระดบั คือ ระดบัของความสามารถดา้นภาษาองักฤษ และระดบัความสามารถในดา้นการตีความ 
ดงันั้นการท่ีนิสิตจะสามารถตีความ หรือเขา้ใจเน้ือเร่ืองท่ีอ่านไดน้ั้นตอ้งอาศยัการฝึกการอ่านมาเป็น
อยา่งดี ซ่ึงตรงน้ี เพญ็ศรี รังสิยากูล กล่าวไวว้า่ จุดมุ่งหมายของผูเ้ขียนมี 3 ประการคือ เพื่อแจง้ให้
ทราบและใหค้วามรู้ เพื่อชกัชวน และเพื่อใหค้วามบนัเทิง1ซ่ึงจะไดก้ล่าวต่อไปจากน้ี 
 

1. จุดมุ่งหมายเพ่ือแจ้งให้ทราบและให้ความรู้ (To inform) 
หมายถึงการท่ีผู้ เขียนต้องการเผยแพร่สิ่งท่ีจะเป็นประโยชน์ตอ่ผู้อา่น หรือเป็นความรับผิดชอบ

ในหน้าท่ีการงานท่ีจะต้องเขียนสิ่งนัน้ขึน้มาเพื่อเป็นการเผยแพร่ความรู้ความเข้าใจตา่งๆ ให้กบั
ประชาชนได้รับทราบ งานเขียนประเภทนีไ้ด้แก่ บทความ สารคดี ต ารา แบบเรียน ตลอดจน
ค าอธิบายเก่ียวกบัวิธีการปฏิบตัิตนให้มีสขุภาพดี สลากยา หรือปา้ยประกาศตา่งๆ  เป็นการเขียน
เพ่ือให้ขา่วสารแก่ผู้อา่นซึง่ต้องเขียนให้ชดัเจน อ่านง่าย ใช้ถ้อยค าท่ีตรงไปตรงมา ไมค่วรใช้
ความหมายท่ีสลบัซบัซ้อนมากนกั และเนือ้หาท่ีน าเสนอจะต้องตัง้อยูบ่นพืน้ฐานของความจริงและ
ความถกูต้องเชน่

Bring Your (Foreign) Friends to Samet 
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 The beautiful island of Koh Samet in Rayong could be the only tourist place in 
Thailand where Thais have to pay more than foreigners? 
 It is a usual (and shameful) practice in our  country for foreigners to be charged 
more than Thais. But when I visited Koh Samet recently, I was surprised to find that I had 
to pay double the price for a bungalow. 
 ‚Foreigners pay Bt150 a night, Thais pay Bt300,‛ the Bungalow owner at Ao Kiw 
told me when I asked the price. 
 I asked why. ‚Because Thais are richer,‛ for example. But I did stay there for 
three nights and I did have a great time. 
 The soft white sand and crystal—clear water are unforgettable in Koh Kaew 
Pisadan—more commonly known as Koh Samet. 
 Koh Samet is 6.5 kms from Ban Phe. It takes 20 minutes to get  there by boat 
and costs Bt20 per person. 
 Recently the government did act when it thought that the island’s two most 
important beaches—Wong Deuan and Sai Kaew—were suffering from too manhy 
tourists. In 1990, it closed Koh Samet to tourists wanting to sleep overnight. There was a 
major outcry from the bungalow  operators, and it was reopened later. It is still officially 
closed but tourists are allowed to visit and stay overnight in the bungalows. 
 The Samet coast coastline has numerous small beaches and bays. The longest 
bay, Sai Kaew  to the southeast, is only 750 metres long. You can travel around on foot 
or in ancient pickup trucks for Bt10 per person. Scuba divers and fishermen are 
everywhere. 
 Another important thing to remember is you don’t need to bring along any food. 
There are plenty of restaurants but they are more expensive than on the mainland. One 
stuffed pork omelette costs Bt50, for example. 
 One finds suggestion—take along a foreigner if you want a cheaper holiday?5

Why did the Buddha say that 
some questions just shouldn’t be asked ? 

 

 One the first stumbling blocks that Westerners often encounter when they learn 
about Buddhism is the teaching on anatta, often translated as ‚no-self‛. This teaching is 
a stumbling block for two reasons. 
 First, the idea of there being no self doesn’t fit well with other Buddhist 
teachings, such as the doctrine of karma and rebirth : If there’s no self, what 
experiences the results of karma and takes rebirth ? 
 Second, it doesn’t fit well with the Western Judaeo-Christian worldview which 
assumes the existence of an eternal soul or self as a basic presupposition: ie, if there’s 
no self, what’s the purpose of a spiritual life? 
 Many  books try to answer these questions, but if you look at the Pali canon-the 
earliest extant record of the Buddha’s teachings-you won’t find them addressed at all. In 
fact, the one place where the Buddha was asked point-blank whether or not there was a 
self, he refused to answer. 
 When later asked why, he said that to hold either that there is a self or that there 
is no self is to fall into extreme forms of wrong view that make the path of Buddhist 
practice impossible. Thus the question should be put aside. 
 To understand what his silence on this question says about the meaning of 
anatta, we first have to look at his teachings on how questions should be asked and 
answered, and how to interpret his answers. 
 The Buddha divided al questions into four classes : those that deserve a 
categorical (straight yes or no) answer ; those that deserve an analytical answer, 
defining and qualifying the terms of the question ; those that deserve a counter-
question, putting the ball back in the questioners’s court ; and those that deserve to be 
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put aside. The last class of question consists of those that don’t lead to the end of 
suffering and stress. 
 The first duty of a teacher, when asked a question, is to figure out which class 
the question belongs to, and then to respond in the appropriate way. You don’t , for 
example, say yes of no to a question that should be put aside. If you are the person 
asking the question and you get an answer, you should then determine how far the 
answer should be interpreted. 
 The Buddha said that there are two types of people who misrepresent him : 
those who draw inferences from statements that shouldn’t have inferences drawn from 
them, and those who don’t draw inferences from those that should. 
 These are the basic ground rules for interpreting the Buddha’s teachings, but if 
we look at the way most writers treat the anatta doctrine, we find these ground rules 
ignored.  
 Some writers try to qualify the no-self interpretation by saying that the Buddha 
separate self, but this is to give an analytical answer to a question that the Buddha 
showed should be put aside. 
 Other try to draw inferences from the few statements in the discourse that seem 
to imply that there is no self, but it seems safe to assume that if one forces those 
statements to give and answer to a question that should be put aside, one is drawing 
inferences where they shouldn’t be drawn. 
 So, instead of answering ‚No matter how you define the line between ‚self‛ and 
‚other‛, the notion of self involves an element of self-identifies with all of nature, one is 
pained by every felled three. 
 It also holds for an entirely ‚other‛ universe, in which the sense of alienation and 
futility would become so debilitating as to make the quest for happiness---one’s own or 
that of others---impossible. 
 For these reasons, the Buddha advised paying no attention to such questions as 
‚Do I exist?‛ or ‚Don’t I exist?‛ for however you answer them, they lead to suffering and 
stress. 
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 To avoid the suffering implicit in questions of ‚self‛ and ‚other‛, he offered an 
alternative way of dividing up experience : the Four Noble Truths of stress, its cause, its 
cessation and the path to its cessation. 
 Rather than viewing these truths as pertaining to self or other, he said, one 
should recognize them simply for what they are, in and of themselves, as they are 
directly experienced, and then perform the duty appropriate to each.

 We have known about the figures of gentleman from the former passage, our 
next mission is to study the way to make us become a gentle man. I have read the 
Buddhist proverb that ‚Wise men must train (learn to know and to do something by his 
own ability) himself‛, so I think it is not wrong statement if I will say that ‚Gentleman must 
train himself also‛. If we want to be a generosity-minded man, we have to perform the 
generosity things. We can give something to the others if that thing is able to give. To 
forgive the others is one character of the gentleman. Many people can’t forgive the other 
until the little or jot things. So, the gentleman must practice in these things. He will never 
be angry to  the other in  easily. To practice the responsibility is the important thing for 
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the gentleman. He must accept the things he had done the with the words that he spoke 
out, sometimes it is not only his wrongness but he dare to accept the wrongness of the 
others also. 
 There are many examples of gentleman both in real life and in the movie or 
novel. Taksin Chinnavatra, in his speech in the court, he claimed that he is a gentleman. 
He accepted everything that is honor mistake. I don’t know that Taksin is a gentleman or 
not because no one can be a gentleman by only speaking but I like and admire him so 
much in many ways such his life, his love his family and his works that  makes me  think  
he is a gentleman. If we talk about the example of gentleman from the novel or the 
movie, we can see that the main characters of both actors and actresses must be 
consisted of all figures or gentleman. They will never blame the others, never take the 
advantage of others. They like to help the others and they must obtain the good thing 
back in the end of the story. Opposite to the persons who are not the gentleman, they 
are jealous men and take his jealous mind to break others, they never accept their 
behavior and they accept bad result back in the end of the story. So, if we want to 
accept the good things for our life, come to practice as the examples of gentleman as 
shown in the former passages. 
 What’s the result from the gentleman’s being? The gentlemen must accept the 
good things in their life. Many good things occurred from the gentleman’s being such as 
good work, good life, good future life and others. They are charming in all things they 
had done and all words they had spoken out. The gentle man must obtain the 
acceptable respect from society. All people must pay respect to the good gentleman. 
The gentlemen must success everything in his life, his love his education and his work. 
Moreover, he must live in a happy life all the time. This is sufficient reason to drive us 
want to be a gentleman. 
 The gentleman’s being, however, is not only easy to practice but not so difficult 
to do also. Because we can understand what is the figure of gentleman, we know the 
way to make us become a gentle man and we have learnt about the example of 
gentleman from both real life and novel or movie till we know what is the result from the 
being of gentleman already. Many people want to be gentleman but never perform the 
practice with real intention . If they try to practice I think that there will be the noble 
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society because all people are the gentlemen who live in the way and the world of noble 
life.
