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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research are: - (1) to study the concept of right
livelihood in Buddhism (2) to study the concept of responsibility in Buddhism and
(3) to study the value of livelihood and responsibility in Buddhism. This research is
documented research, by studying from the Thai Tripitaka,
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya  University’s  version and related academic

documents and presents a descriptive analysis.

From the study, it was found that:

The right livelihood is living with a purity of body, speech, and mind
without causing trouble for both themselves and others. The Buddha-dhamma that
encourages livelihood consists of the five precepts, the four paths to
accomplishment, the virtues wheeling one to propensity, the seven noble treasures,
and the eightfold path. Property management has two parts are; 1) external asset
management consists of principles of seeking property, management principles,
saving principles and the rules of using property; 2) internal wealth management is
the seven noble treasures, focusing on wisdom. The goals of livelihood are 3 levels:
individual level, social level, and the highest level are achieving Nibbana.

The concept of responsibility in Buddhism begins with the five Buddha’s daily
routine) in three aspects through the remaining 45 years of his life, aimed at the
benefits and happiness of all human beings. The obligation is a duty that a person
relies on to perform the duties towards another person, both inside and outside the
family. The Buddha-dhamma encourages accountability consists of the principle of a

grateful person, the holy abiding, the virtues of laypeople, the bases of sympathy,



the six directions, the merits of a gentleman, the conditions of welfare and the noble
growth are the principles the ideal society.

There are 5 values of livelihood and responsibility according to the principles
of Buddhism: - 1) the individual value is a person should follow the principle of
virtues conducting to benefits in present, refrain from causes of ruin and establish
oneself in the principle of reasons for the lastingness of a wealthy family, 2) the
value to the family institution can be divided into 4 items as follows: 2.1) the value
in measures to build wealth for the family which is to help the strength of the family
according to the principle of 6 directions, 2.2 ) the values in the prevention of
deterioration of the family are to follow in the principle of reasons for the lastingness
of a wealthy family, consisting of the pursuit of lost items, repairing antiques, knowing
how to consume and establish a good person is a butler, 2.3) the value of family
management measures is to honor the virtuous person as a family leader, 2.4) the
values in measures solving family problems is to prevent family members from
causes of ruin, 3) the value to the economic system, namely the use of full-right
livelihood principles as targets and economic development indicators, 4) the value
to the environment, namely knowing the use of resources with value and live under
the authority and responsibility for all creations, and 5) the value of technology
innovation is focusing on the invention and use of technology to solve problems and
conserve nature.

Thus, the value of livelihood and responsibility in accordance with Buddhism
is a base for businesses, organizations, and stakeholders can be applied correctly and

appropriately.
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
